Special activities and events 
Beside the operational activities of the Slovenian National Meteorological Service, the following special activities or events took place since the last ICEED (October 2007):
NEW MEMBERSHIPS


EUMETSAT

· On 09 March 2007 the Government of the Republic of Slovenia signed agreement with EUMETSAT to become a full member in 2008;
· On 18 December 2007 the Parliament of the Republic of Slovenia ratified the EUMETSAT convention and all other documents related to the accession of Slovenia to the EUMETSAT;
· On 19 February 2008 the Ambassador of the Republic of Slovenia in Bern handed over to the depositor of the EUMETSAT Convention, Swiss Ministry for Foreign Affairs, the notification on the ratification of EUMETSAT convention and related documents. With that we became a full membership of EUMETSAT.

EUMETNET

· On 12 December 2007 Slovenian National Meteorological Service signed the agreement to join EUMETNET. With 1 January 2008 we became a full member of EUMETNET. 

ORGANIZED MEETINGS

· The 12 ALADIN General Assembly and 24 RC-LACE Council meeting took place in Ljubljana in the time period
07-09 November 2007;
· The first DMCSEE International Steering Committee meeting took place in Bled during time period  06-07 March 2008;
· The 60 Anniversary of the National Hydrological and Meteorological Service in the Republic of Slovenia (1947 – 2007) was celebrated at the occasion of the World Water and World Meteorological Day this year on 19 March 2008.
PROJECTS

· The process of the reorganization of Meteorological Office started at the end of 2006 and it came into force on 25 September 2007.

· Mr. Jožef Roškar was involved as World Bank consultant together with Mihajlo Andjelić from Serbia in the preparation of the SAVA project document which covers the “Development and Upgrading of Hydrometeorological Information and Flood Warning/Forecasting System in the Sava River Basin. The document was finalized in December 2007.

· After the feasibility study was finalized at the end of 2007 the Environmental Agency of the Republic of Slovenia started with 1 January 2008 a large project called “Upgrade of the System for Monitoring and Analyzing of the Water Environment in Slovenia”. The project should finish with the end of 2013 and it is all together worth 30.6 M €, 85% of this will come from European Cohesion Funds. Beside other things the project also includes:

· Upgrade and extension of precipitation and avalanche network 
· Upgrade and extension of hydrological network (surface and ground waters)

· Second meteorological radar in W part of Slovenia

· Development and application of several monitoring and forecasting systems:
· Forecasting model for Sava and Soča river;
· Drought Monitoring System for Slovenia;
· System for Monitoring of Ecological and Chemical Status of Waters;
· System for Monitoring and Modeling the North Adriatic See (circulation, waves, chemical and biological pollution, etc.).
· An extension of the current EARS building mainly for Chemical Laboratories but also for Meteorological and Hydrological Forecasting Units.

COMPUTER INFRASTRUCTURE
In November 2007 a new cluster SGI ALTIX ICE 8200 with 288 processors for demanding model computations was installed. By April 2008 system became fully operational. Before summer ALADIN forecasting model was ported to it and there is opportunity to run many other numerically demanding jobs.
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
